Message Language
When you turn on this product for the first time,
you must choose the message language. Press a
for French or press b for English.

The message language is the language of prompts,
help, and other messages. You can change the
message language after your initial decision. See
“Changing the Settings” on page 45 to learn how.

Entry Language
The entry language is the language in which you
enter words at the Word Entry screen. This deter-
mines which dictionary you will use, French or En-
glish.

1. Press menu .
2. Use the direction keys to highlight 

and then press entrer  to access the
French-to-English dictionary.
Select  from the icon menu to go back to
the English-to-French dictionary.
Or you can press lang  at the Word Entry
screen to switch between French and English.

Installing Batteries

Your product is powered by four AAA batteries.
Follow these easy instructions to install or
replace them.

Changing the Settings Translating French Words

Your Professeur d'anglais parlant is fully
bilingual.

To type a capital, hold maj  and press a
letter key. To type a number, hold fn

and press a-p. To type a hyphen, hold
fn  and press j.

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Translating French Words

 ➤ Misspelling Words
If you enter a misspelled word, a list of
corrections appears. Highlight the word you
want and then press entrer  to see its
dictionary entry.

 ➤ Understanding Definitions
Dictionary entries consist of headwords,
parts of speech, and the translation. Other
forms of the word may follow the headword.
Capitalized words indicate the category for
which the word is used. After the translation,
you may see a list of usage examples.
1. Type apprendre.
2. Press entrer .

Translating English Words

You can also use the Professeur d'anglais
parlant to translate English words into
French.

French nouns are different than English
nouns in that they must either be masculine
or feminine. Each definition of a noun
indicates which gender it is with m or f.
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Translating English Words

 ➤ Choosing Multiple Forms
Some words in this dictionary have
more than one form (e.g. resume,
résumé). When the word you are
looking up has multiple forms, the
different forms appear in a list.

Simply highlight the form you want
and press entrer  to see its dictionary
entry. For example, enter resume at
the Word Entry screen.

Highlight the form you want and press
entrer  to see its dictionary entry. To go
back to the Multiple Forms list, press

arr .

Finding Letters in Words

If you are uncertain about how to spell a word, type
a question mark (?) in place of each unknown
letter. To find prefixes, suffixes, and other parts of
words, type an asterisk (✽) in a word. Each
asterisk stands for a series of letters. Note: If you
type an asterisk at the beginning of a word, it may
take a little while to find the matching words.
1. Press lang , if needed, to switch to the

French Word Entry screen.
2. Type a word with ?s and ✽s.

    

To type an asterisk, hold down maj  and press
?* .

3. Press entrer .

    

4. Press  to move the highlight to the
word you want and press entrer  to
view its definition.

5. Press effac  when done.
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Highlighting Words Hearing Words

The Professeur d’anglais parlant can
pronounce English words that appear on
almost any screen - in definitions, inflection
screens, spell correction lists, My Word
List, and games. When you want to hear
how an English word is pronounced, just
highlight it and press pron .

To adjust the volume, turn the volume
control on the side of the unit. You can plug
headphones into the headphone jack which
is just above the volume control. Try this
example.

1. Type a word at the English Word
Entry screen. For example, type
knowledge.

    

2. Press pron  to hear it pronounced.
3. Press entrer  to see its definition.

    

Another way to look up words is by highlighting
them in dictionary entries or word lists. You can
then find their definitions, phrases,
pronounciation (if they are English) or add them
to My Word List.

From the Icon Menu

row keys to highlight  (French
Conjugation) and then press entrer .
To choose English conjugation, press .
You can also press conj  and then lang  to
choose the language.

2. Type a word (e.g., lire).
3. Press conj .

If needed, highlight the part of speech or
translation you want and press entrer .

These are the principal forms of the French
verb “lire”. The English translations are be-
low each French inflection.

4. Press espace  or  to scroll.
Press ?*  to display the root word.

Advanced Verb Conjugation

From a Dictionary Entry
Some words have different parts of speech or mul-
tiple translations. You can easily find which part of
speech or specific translation you will need to con-
jugate by first looking up the word and then press-
ing conj . Follow this example.
